Check-in Time:

Each team’s captain must register with the tournament director (Stan Tasker) prior to 8:30am.  It is very important that all teams register on time.  Teams who have not registered by 8:30am may be forfeited.

Alcohol Rules for NARA Park:

The public is NOT ALLOWED to bring alcohol into NARA Park.  There are police assigned to the park that day to look for open containers and to search coolers.  There will be a beer tent providing beer starting at 12pm.  All ID’s will be checked, so please bring your driver’s license.

Swimming at NARA Pond/Beach:
The beach at NARA Pond is staffed with lifeguards.  Therefore, in order to pay the lifeguards, the Town of Acton charges a fee for people who use the pond/beach.  Rugby Tournament participants and spectators may use the pond/beach if they pay the fee to the Town of Acton at the main entrance to the pond/beach.
Tournament Rules:

· Current USARFU 15's rules apply, except where noted differently below. 

· Numbers: 10-on-10 rugby.

· Scrums: Each team MUST include FIVE people in the scrum (no more, no less), assembled as a TIGHT FIVE.

· Time and Substitutions: Matches will be two 10-minute periods with 3-minute half times.  Unlimited substitution is allowed during the match; however, once a player comes off the pitch he/she is no longer available to play in that match.  No person may play for more than one team during the day.
· Ejection: Anyone ejected from a match is ineligible for any further matches that day.
· Sin Bins: All sin bins are 3-minutes.

· Round Robin Play: Teams will play round robin matches within their bracket to determine the playoff seedings.  After the round robin matches, teams will be seeded into the Cup, Plate, or Bowl divisions for single elimination playoffs.  Each team is guaranteed a minimum of 3 matches.
· Ties in Round Robin: Ties are allowed in the round robin.

· Ties in Playoffs: All ties in playoffs (except for Men’s and Women’s Finals matches) are broken by kicks at goal.  Each team is given a kick at goal starting at mid-point of the 22-meter line, and moving 5-meters away from goal for every subsequent kick until one team makes a kick and the other team fails to make that same kick.

· Ties in Finals Matches: A tie in the finals will be settled by sudden death 5-minute overtimes.  A coin flip at the end of regulation determines who will kick/receive and who will defend which goal to start the first 5-minute overtime.  Teams switch sides if additional 5-minute sudden death overtime periods are required.
DIRECTIONS TO PARKING
Directions to New England 10’s Tournament Parking

(MapQuest: 950 Nagog Park, Acton, MA 01720)
From Rte 128 (aka: Rte. 95) Northbound or Southbound:

  
1) Take Rte 128 to Rte 2 West (exit 29)

  
2) Follow Rte 2 West to the Concord Rotary

  
3) Enter the Rotary and take the 2nd Right onto Rte 2A West (aka: Great 
Road), just before the gas station

  
4) Follow Rte 2A West for 4.5 miles
5) Take a Right onto Nagog Park Road (there is a light here, and Nagog 
Lake is on your left)
  
6) Bear left at the traffic island toward 125 Nagog Park

7) Follow the Rugby signs and drive 1 mile to building 950 Nagog Park, 
park in the designated rugby parking area

  
8) Follow the path to fields

From Rte 495 Northbound or Southbound:

  
1) Take 495 to Rte 2 East

2) Follow Rte 2 East through Boxborough, and take 27 North for about 3.5 
miles
3) Take a left onto Rte 2A West (aka: Great Road) 

4) Follow Rte 2A West for 1.5 miles

5) Take a Right onto Nagog Park Road (there is a light here, and Nagog 
Lake is on your left)

  
6) Bear left at the traffic island toward 125 Nagog Park

7) Follow the Rugby signs and drive 1 mile to building 950 Nagog Park, 
park in the designated rugby parking area

  
8) Follow the path to fields
From Rte 90 (aka: Mass Pike):
1) Take Rte 90 East to Rte 128 North (aka: Rte 95)

2) Follow Rte 128 directions above

From NH via Rte 93 South:
1) Take Rte 93 South to Rte 128 South (aka: Rte 95)
